Greetings Cel-mates,

First off I am hoping someone will be able to help me with an edition

numbering question. Several years ago, I ran across a great Walter Lantz

limited edition called "Stay Tuned", which featured Woody Woodpecker

sitting in a tree with his beak stuck in a chunk of wood he'd presumably

been hammering at. I didn't buy it at the time mainly because it happened

to be at a gallery whose customer service was very bad to non-existent, and

I thought I could find it elsewhere (I have, finally, only recently). One

of the things I remember about it was that I am fairly certain its edition

numbers were all done in Roman numerals, whereas those I've seen more

recently have had the more conventional Arabic (1,2,3...) numbers on them.

Also I seem to recall that the price back then was significantly higher

than the one I've recently found, and I am wondering whether that first one

might have been an AP or similar edition. Does anyone know anything about

this piece, or Walter Lantz' methods of numbering? It isn't a critical

question, but something I am curious about. It would not have surprised me

if that bad gallery had grossly overcharged for this cel, but I have seen

no documentation on the web remarking on its value or original list price;

maybe I am just delirious :) Any help would be greatly appreciated.

Thanks for the reminder, I forgot to comment on the good / bad dealer issue

last week. All4Cash in my experience was a mixed result: he had some good

deals on artwork and was reasonably good about communication at first,

however it took about a month to receive my cel after the close of auction.

Given that I am in the same state (CA), even using ground transportation

(which he didn't) should not have taken nearly this long. In fact I know it

did not, as he e-mailed me about a month after the auction ended (long past

the date when I received my cancelled check back from the bank) to tell me

the cel was "just going out today". Incidentally, it didn't; I got another

mail saying the same thing a week later. I was willing to cut sellers some

slack on deliveries since it was right after the holidays, but this was

ridiculous and I didn't even receive any explanation for the delay.

As for very good sellers, on the other hand, I have to add to the list

Frank Svoboda (fsvoboda on ebay). His service was outstanding, he was very

quick to respond to questions via email, and the items arrived quickly and

well packed. I know he's reading this, so thanks again!! :) And if we're

also including non-eBay sellers, I also must add a rave for Frank Tanner of

American Royal Arts, whose service and communication has also been

outstanding beyond the call of duty. He gave me a call when some pieces I'd

been eyeing went "on alert", just to ensure I wouldn't miss my chance at

them. It'd be nice to think that all gallery people everywhere are this

good, but in my experience his excellent service is sadly the exception

rather than the norm. I mean no disrespect to other dealers who may be

reading CelMail, odds are I just haven't had dealings with you folks yet :)

Thanks again to Steve and to all the other Cel-mates for keeping Celmail as

consistently informative and engaging as it is. So far it's been a fine

resurrection indeed.

Cartoons" that you could find on book shelves. Disney has in the past

created booklets that have images of their pieces. ( I have one for

sericels and fine-art posters but not one for limited editions - but I

assume there is one.)

You can go to www.disneyartclassics.com  [Fine Art Section]

There you would find a selection of available fine art choices. - Prints

sericels limited editions.

I checked the Winnie the Pooh section and there is no limited editions

listed. Thus I believe they are sold out. You can probably verify this with

your local Disney Store. You may also be able to have a Disney authorized

gallery give you a price list. The Disney Store will also have this list.

but probably will not part with it.

It has been my experience with the exception of early limited editions and

$250 sericels to $275 Disney does not alter their Suggested Retail Price.

My guess is the pieces value is still "officially" the original SRP but

actual price is probably set by the secondary market. with the general

consensus that Disney prices are inflated.

As a matter of fact ebay has increased my

business dramatically and I have made wonderful friends from it

personally.   However....! after last weeks Celmail I decided to  see what

all the hubbub was bub and man was I appalled.   Of the first 2000 or so

listings and yes I did  check that many, over 65% were either misleading

descriptions, false  descriptions, misrepresented products, or most

shockingly outright  fakes! There was even one guy who was selling Bob

Clampett  limited editions without the backgrounds and calling them

production cels and  he had bids!   While I believe in free enterprise, I

also believe in honesty and fairness, and this is way too out of hand.

Squidzilla says it is  like the stock exchange. It is NOT! The exchange has

a governing body and  millions of rules and Gov't involvement. eBAY does

not! There are many  unscrupulous dealers, many of whom have been mentioned

in these pages already. I  will not debate the merits of these dealers.

However If you see a pattern of  people getting burned by the same dealers

and you have not, shame on you for waiting until it is your turn.   But

back to Ebay, Steve and I don't always agree on  many things (Have we ever

agreed on anything?
