The last offer by the District is 0%, 0%, and 0% with step and column movement and for
those who are unable to move a step, a non-cumulative stipend of $1,900 to be paid at the
beginning of each school year. The next issue of FEAdback will spend more space
discussing the health care proposal agreed to by the Health Care Committee and passed
across the negotiating table on April 16. Preparation time, grade determination, several paid
leave articles, SAS contract language, and assault language remain on the table.

Your presence has made a positive difference for your Team. The District knows
our Team has support among the members. There are three more scheduled bargaining
sessions beginning Monday, April 28 at 4:30pm in the District Board Room. Look at the
FEA Contract News poster in your building for updates on the remaining two sessions.

Your calendar should have Tuesday, May 6, marked to attend the School Board
meeting at 7:00pm. A full Board Room will demonstrate to School Board members the
backing the FEA Team is receiving. Keep in mind that Thursday, May 8 is the last day for
reaching a tentative agreement.
