How do I know I am being paid the correct 
salary?

 Dear Lou,  
First, you need to know that Edna has taken an 
extended leave and her cousin Eloise volunteered to 
answer questions.  However, Eloise is currently on 
vacation.  This leaves me, Ed, to answer inquiries. 
Second, thank you for looking at your pay notice.  
To determine your salary, multiply the amount in 
the Gross Pay column by the number of checks you 
receive in the year, 20 or 26.  Find that amount in 
the 2007-08 Salary Schedule, page 3 of your orange 
Negotiated Agreement, to determine your column 
and step.  If you think this is incorrect, contact 
Cindy Lane in Human Resources, or call the FEA 
office. 
Third, the deduction of $129.61 will continue until 
your second paycheck in December 2007.  Then in 
January 2008, $148.91 will be deducted for the next 
ten paychecks.  
Finally, you will see another deduction for $57.43 
beginning with your paycheck on October 19, for 
NEA, NEA-Alaska, and FEA dues.  This will 
continue for 16 paychecks.
