During the
session, thirty-five items were considered, including one amendment to the By-Laws.

This amendment passed, thus a General Membership Meeting will be held prior to
the Representative Council meeting on Tuesday, December 11 at Spm. The purpose of this
General Membership meeting is to vote on this amendment. A vote of two-thirds (2/3) of
those voting at the meeting is needed to pass the amendment.

A much discussed item concerning the Alaska School Incentives Award Program
was brought forward by teachers at Pearl Creek. A New Business Item (NBI) passed that
stated, FEA will pre-file at Delegate Assembly, a NBI for NEA-Alaska to lobby DEED and
the State Legislature to reallocate the remaining appropriated funds to educational priorities
that benefit all students.

In some presentations the discussion was more lively and passionate than others.
Several votes were decided by a difference of one or two votes.

If all possible representatives
attend, there will be over 100 present.
