I¹ve heard rumors to this effect. I guess it was inevitable that the stores

demise would come about eventually.

Well, here we are with about 30-50 galleries worldwide that specialize in

animation art and the major auction houses no longer hold animation art

auctions.  This is still far more involved than 12-14 years ago when there

were just a handful of galleries that exclusively sold animation art

including Lainzberg and Circle Fine Art who basically started the whole

thing.

With the exception of Cricket Gallery, which was in New Jersey, My gallery

in New York, maybe 6 other galleries across the US and 1 or 2 in Europe all

of the animation art was being bought and sold privately and at auction.

It appears to me that we need a new format for animation collectors to

pursue their favorite pastime (which is buying and selling animation art.

Hence collecting the stuff).  I feel that eBay auctions are limited by

eBay¹s reluctance to get involved with what is being auctioned off.  They

do not check on authenticity, honesty or reliability of a seller (or the

bidders for that matter).

I think it¹s time to take the reigns and perhaps make CELMAIL the prominent

medium for collecting (buying and selling, as well as obtaining

information).  I would love to hear what our members think about expanding

the features of CELMAIL to help with this process.  We could have the

greatest animation site anywhere with the full support of collectors and

dealers.

Sorry to have strayed from your original subject, but I felt that in light

of the news of the possible closing of Warner Brothers Studio Stores, we

shouldn¹t wait until it happens to begin to create an expanded forum.

In the last edition of celmail, Dave Lennert wrote:

"Expanding my collection may now mean shrinking my collection.  In order to

finance new acquisitions, I may need to sell pieces I currently own.  This

means I'd have to find a new piece I liked a lot more than a piece that

I've already carefully selected.  This is always hard to find but, by

definition, must get harder every time you do it.  And after you decide to

part with a piece, you then need to find someone who values it as much as

you do in order to get your money out of it.  And for some reason

everyone's taste in art doesn't exactly match mine."

This sums up my current situation, and I believe has a lot to do with the

declining lack of interest in collecting animation art.  Many of us began

collecting during the early to mid 90's. Like all beginners in any hobby,

we weren't aware of what was available, and which items in our collection

would hold their appeal years later. As a collector of 50's to mid 60's

Hanna Barbera cels, I collected anything I could get my hands on.

Many of the 50's cels were placed on "production backgrounds" that may not

have been from the studio and certainly not from the right era. After

purchasing cels with great poses and matching backgrounds, I realized I

would rather have one great piece rather than 5-10 of my other pieces. So

like Dave I started liquidating to buy the expensive stuff. Unfortunately,

since many collectors started the hobby with me, a lot of us are at the

same stage . Everyone seems to be trying to sell what seasoned collectors

might consider to be less desirable and holding out for the good stuff.

This trend will probably continue since less people are starting our hobby.

Also, like Dave, I often need to sell my art first to raise the money for

new acquisitions. I'm afraid to sell my better art because I'm afraid I

won't find what I'm looking for on the open market. And lately I haven't

been. My advice is to contact other members of celmail who have expressed

the same interest in studios and characters as you. My last several

acquisitions have been from collectors and dealers who never put the

artwork on the market. I've had to scurry and sell some things on E-Bay at

a slight loss, but this is my hobby, not a portfolio. If I lose a couple of

hundred dollars, I write it off and consider the years of enjoyment I had

with it. If it's the only way to acquire new artwork I'm happy to do it.

The artwork we're looking for is still out there, but we have to work a

little harder to find it. We can't expect it to arrive in a catalog like in

the good old days. Contact other collectors, even if you can't work

something out it's fun to talk about collecting. I've even made a few

friends in the process.

Thank you to everyone who is contributing to celmail. I've enjoyed it it's

rejuvenation!
